GRAMMAR 7.1

Plural of Pronouns : Nominative Case

When the pronoun is the subject of a sentence, it is in the Nominative
case. The plural is formed usually by taking the singular word stem
and appending a form of this syllable:-

“-aq” “-raa”

A Possessive is used when the pronoun is the possessor of another
person or thing. The plural is formed usually by taking the singular
word stem and appending a form of this syllable:-
